Palette:
There are many commercially made palettes that work very well. | would recommend the “John Pike”
or “Robert Wood” palette. Make sure that your palette has numerous compartments to hold your

paints and a large mixing area.

Please use professional-grade tube watercolors. Brands may be mixed. This is a limited basic palette;
