are the pigments | will use in this class. This setincludes 2 yellows,
2 Reds and 2 Blues. Itis available on line and in art supply stores
too. We will learn the split primary method of color mixing.
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e Apad of watercolor paper must be at least 140 lb. cold press.
o Ifyou buy paper that is not designated as Watercolor it will not give you the results you are
looking for and will cause frustration. It is important to give your beginning works the
chance to be a success. You will be glad you did.
o A9x12pad is sufficient.
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
