BRUSHES-
e Sable or Synthetic blend #1, 4, 6 and 10 or 12 Round pointed and 1” Flat,
e make sure that the round brushes form a good point and spring back to shape when wet.
PAINTS - Tube paints. | recommend 'professional’ or 'artist' grade paints only.
e Brands: (First choice) Winsor & Newton, (other choices) Holbein, Daniel Smith, Da Vinci,
Rembrandt, American Artist etc.
e Main Colors: New Gamboge, Winsor Lemon, Ultramarine Blue, Cerulean Blue, Alizarin Crimson,
Winsor Red, Burnt Sienna, Payne’s Gray, Veridian Green, and Burnt Umber.
e Optional Colors: Winsor Blue, Permanent Rose, Cobalt Blue.
