SUPPLY LIST
e Drawing Pencil (4B)
e Eraser

e Paper: drawing paper & mixed media paper 9” x 12” or larger.
e (Carand'Ache Neocolor Il Artists' Crayons (Small set or can purchase single colors if you’re inter-
ested in experimenting with Caran d’Ache) (Water soluble.)
e Watercolor pan set with brush (student, inexpensive)
e Container for water (for example: reusing deli/food container)
e Ink (with brush or pen.) Sumiink or drawing ink.
e Anykind of ink you like.
e Acrylic paint, brushes, palette (could be large plastic food carry out containers)
o *Student grade acrylics is fine- basic colors plus black and white. Additional colors if you
desire.
o Suggestions include Dick Blick studio acrylics, Amsterdam Standard Series Acrylics or
Liquitex Basics Acrylic Colors
e Glue stick (such as Elmer’s, Avery, UHU etc.)
e Old magazines, books, newspapers, old calendars, junk mail.
e Matboard or cardboard scraps
e Matboard or surface to cut on
e Miscellaneous papers (scraps- think color, patterns, old book pages, food wrapping, etc.)
e Xacto knife, blades
e Ruler
e Scissors
e Clear contact paper, or clear packing tape
e Old photographs, photocopies, postcards

OPTIONAL items-
e Compressed charcoal sticks
